BACKGROUND 
Under the previous (2014-2018) term of Council, there was some political lobbying of the 
Provincial Government with respect to Penetanguishene being the most ideal location for a 
Francophone University. Soon thereafter, the notion of a Francophone University was put in 
abeyance. 

On September 7, 2019, a news release from the Provincial Government indicated that the 
Governments of Canada and Ontario reached a memorandum of understanding (MOU) on the 
Universite de !'Ontario Francais.

ANALYSIS

Signed Memorandum of Understanding 
The signed MOU affirmed both government's commitment to address the needs of more 
than 600,000 Francophones in Ontario with respect to postsecondary education. 
Highlights from the MOU are included on the attached news release. 

It has been suggested through several news outlets that the two levels of government 
have promised to strike a joint working group to decide on eligible expenditures, 
timelines and activities for the estimated $126 million school project. 

Location 
For a number of reasons with supported rationale, Penetanguishene needs to be considered by 
the Province as a primary location for Ontario's first and only French-language university. 
Between the long standing French culture and heritage in the area, the benefits to the students 
and the strength it would bring to the sub-region as a whole, the economic value it would bring 
to North Simcoe and Simcoe County, the ideal location geographically, or the existing 
infrastructure to support such a worthwhile venture, Penetanguishene needs to be considered 
as the primary location moving forward. Further, there will be immense value for the 
Francophone Community, both locally and provincially, for the students as well as the Province 
as a whole. Penetanguishene is one of a few French designated areas in Central Ontario. In 
Simcoe County, the Townships of Essa and Tiny are the other two designated areas. 

It's been suggested that a University campus requires, among other amenities, transportation, 
sports, food, social and housing components, all of which Penetanguishene can support. 
Nothing compares to the quality of life that can be offered in the Heart of Georgian Bay. 

Next Steps 
While recognizing there aren't a great deal of confirmed details as it pertains to the Province's 
next steps, specifically as it relates to how a location will be chosen, administration believes it's 
important to start engaging our local MPP and Associate Minister of Children and Women's 
Issues, Jill Dunlop. Further, reaching out to and engaging the Ministry of Francophone Affairs 
and the Ministry of Training, Colleges and Universities will be good strategic choices. In 
addition to the Provincial Ministries, engaging with the Federal Government and respective 
Ministries will be important. 

At this time, Council is being asked to support highlighting for the Province of Ontario and 
Government of Canada why Penetanguishene needs to be considered as the primary location 
moving forward for the Francophone University. 

In preliminary discussions on October 7, 2019 with Administration and the Warden at the 
County of Simcoe, they have no initial concerns with providing support to the approach 
generally articulated in this report. Further, as things move forward, it will be important to be 
aligned strategically when it comes time for discussions with the Provincial and/or the Federal 
Governments.

Government announces consultation on re­
composition of OPP Detachment Boards 

. On January 15th, the Honourable Sylvia Jones, Ontario's Solicitor General, wrote to 
· Heads of Council to announce province-wide consultations on the drafting of 
· regulations needed to support the establishment of new OPP detachment boards. 
These discussions will include changes to the billing framework allocating costs 
between municipalities with a shared OPP detachment board. AMO strongly 

· encourages the participation of local elected officials in these discussions. 

For municipalities, the goal of this engagement is a regulatory framework that 
supports successful and effective governance and delivers strong local civilian 

. oversight of policing by the OPP. This should include mechanisms for every municipal 
council to be represented on an OPP detachment board and the equitable distribution 
of costs between municipalities. 

, The need for new OPP governance regulations is as a result of the new Community 
; Safety and Policing Act, 2019. Key governance-related changes include: 

Structure of Boards and Local Say 

• There shall be one OPP detachment board per detachment (with flexibility for 
unique circumstances/geography). A board's composition, terms of office, and 
remuneration will be provided for in regulations and has yet to be determined. 

• In effect, these changes extend police governance to about 200 municipalities 
(which do not have a board, ie. Section 5.1) but will consolidate multiple 
existing boards within a detachment.

· Activity of Boards 

• Boards shall determine local objectives, priorities, and policies in consultation 
with the Detachment Commander, consistent with the Solicitor General's 
strategic plan for the OPP. 

• Boards shall consult with the Commissioner of the OPP regarding the selection 
of the Detachment Commander. 

• The Detachment Commander shall prepare and adopt a local action plan in 
consultation with the board. 

• Training for board members will become mandatory (Ministry support and 
funding is needed). 

Financial Considerations 

• There will be no distinction between contract and non-contract in the future. 
Effectively all policing will become contract. 

• The focus of the billing related regulations will be to address transition matters 
and to account for service differences between municipalities as well as 
existing contracts expiring at the end of 2020. 

• It should be noted, billing model changes will not lower the overall cost of 
policing for the municipal sector. 

, OPP Governance Advisory Council (Provincial) 

• The establishment of this Council is to provide advice to the Solicitor General 
with respect to the use of the Solicitor General's powers related to the OPP. 

• More generally, this change will enhance civilian governance of the OPP. 

AMO Advocacy 

AMO has impressed upon the Ministry of the need for: 

• open and transparent discussions; 
• a recognition that policing is fundamentally local (ie. it is important to maintain 

the close proximity of a community to its board and the police); 
• locally workable governance arrangements; and 
• the representation of every municipal council. 

. Key Municipal Considerations 

\l. 



For local elected officials participating in the government's consultation, here are 
• some key considerations: 

1. For communities without existing police service or detachment boards: boards 
are an opportunity to expand the democratic oversight and governance of 
policing. In the words of Sir Robert Peel, the father of modern policing, "the 
police are the public and the public are the police." A detachment board helps 
to align policing objectives, priorities, and policies with community expectations. 

2. For communities with existing OPP boards: the legislation aims to consolidate 
existing municipal board boundaries with OPP detachment board boundaries 
(thus potentially including multiple neighbouring municipalities in the same 
detachment). However, the legislation provides for flexibility to address unique 
geographic circumstances. If you feel your area's needs are unique, help the 
Ministry understand that uniqueness in a province-wide context. 

3. The size and composition of detachment boards have not been determined. 
This is your opportunity to inform the regulations which will determine board 
composition. 

4. On the issue of policing costs, speak to your local circumstances. Highlight 
areas where your property taxpayers would benefit from greater transparency 
or illustrate steps that could be taken to improve the efficiency and 
effectiveness of policing in your community (ie. shift scheduling). This should 
include highlighting the need that all new policing regulations (governance and 
operations) should aim to improve the efficiency and effectiveness of policing 
and not drive policing costs even higher. 

5. On the issue of OPP billing, note that billing changes alone will not lower the 
overall cost of policing by the OPP. The equitable distribution of costs across 
the detachment is a key goal of all municipalities. 

! The Solicitor General has advised that regional roundtable meetings will be taking 
, place in Kenora, Thunder Bay, Sudbury, Timmins, London, Brockville, and Orillia. The 
, Ministry will communicate the dates and times of these meetings shortly in separate 
correspondence. 

In addition, the Ontario Association of Police Service Boards is convening an 
OPP Governance Summit on January 30, 2020 which will include a presentation by 
the Ministry. 

AMO will continue to engage the Ministry in discussions related to OPP detachment 
boards and other regulations which affect policing (OPP and own-force) in all 

. municipalities in the months ahead. Please feel free to relay any positions or concerns 
of sector-wide interest to AMO.

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Drainage Act Discussion Paper 

Summary of Proposal 

Ontario's agri-food sector is an important component of the provincial economy, contributing 

$39.5 billion in Gross Domestic Product (GDP) and employing nearly 822,500 people in 2017. 

Primary agriculture accounted for roughly 11 per cent of the sector's GDP ($4.4 billion), 

generating $13.1 billion in farm cash receipts and employing 68,500 people in 2017 while 

producing a diverse range of over 200 different commodities. 

Drainage is critical for supporting agricultural productivity and the production of food. It also 

enables sector growth by delivering environmental and economic benefits such as improved 

crop productivity, nutrient loss reduction, reduced soil erosion, habitat protection and flood 

control. Though mostly unnoticed, it is an essential part of the rural Ontario landscape with 

more than 45,000 kilometers of municipal drains servicing approximately 1.75 million hectares 

of cropland. 

It also positively impacts the economy as over $100M is privately invested in drainage annually 

which has created 800-900 jobs and supports over 100 independent businesses. 

To permit the construction and maintenance of municipal drains and private agricultural 

drainage systems, the agricultural sector has relied on drainage legislation for over 150 years. 

OMAFRA administers three pieces of agricultural drainage legislation: the Drainage Act, the Tile 

Drainage Act and the Agricultural Tile Drainage Installation Act. 

The Drainage Act is unique in many ways. It establishes a process for resolving property right 

disputes involving water flow and drainage. It is premised on a user pay system where costs 

are fairly assessed to the property owners within the watershed. A drainage engineers report 

provides the design and allocation of project costs for a municipal drain that involves multiple 

private properties. Through collaboration between private landowners, it has helped address 

broader societal benefits such as flood control within Ontario's rural communities. 

The Drainage Act is one of the Province's oldest pieces of legislation. Passed in 1859, there 

have not been any significant changes to the legislation since 1975. This has led to stakeholders 

requesting changes to the Act. For example, some stakeholders have indicated there are too 

many steps and agencies involved for drainage construction, maintenance and improvements 

to be approved in a timely and less costly way. Others have suggested that additional protocols 

(such as the Drainage Act and Conservation Authorities Act Protocol) could help with 

streamlining approvals for low risk activities. 

Drainage Act Discussion Paper 1 
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To address some of these stakeholder concerns and reduce burden (e.g. project delays and 

projects costs) while maintaining environmental standards, OMAFRA is considering changes to 

the Drainage Act. This Is part of the Ontario Government's broader approach to cutting red 

tape and reducing regulatory burden for all businesses, to lower business operating costs and 

improve Ontario's competitiveness. 

OMAFRA is proposing changes to the Drainage Act that would, If passed: 

• Create a new streamlined Drainage Act process for minor improvements to drainage 
systems; 

• Enable a simplified process to update the engineer's report to account for changes to 
the design made during construction; and 

• Provide the minister with legislative authority to adopt technical protocols such as the 
DART Protocol by reference in regulation. 

1. Supporting Technical Protocols 

Authority to adopt protocols by reference in regulation 

Currently, projects under the Drainage Act typically require approvals from multiple agencies 

(e.g. conservation authorities, Department of Fisheries and Oceans, Ministry of Natural 

Resources and Forestry) to address protection of endangered species, water management and 

flood risks and other environmental considerations. When not coordinated, these additional 

approvals can add cost and project delays. 

Protocols (such as the Drainage Act and Conservation Authorities Act Protocol) when adopted, 

have been demonstrated to reduce project delays and project costs while maintaining 

environmental protections. OMAFRA is proposing to amend the Drainage Act to enable broader 

adoption of this collaborative approach by providing legislative authority for the minister to 

develop and sign off on technical protocols. 

Similar to the DART Protocol that originated from a multi-agency Drainage Act and Regulations 

Team (DART), OMAFRA would work in collaboration with other ministries, regulatory agencies, 

conservation authorities, municipalities, farming organizations, indigenous organizations and 

others on the development of any new protocols. 

The DART Protocol was established in 2008 to streamline approvals for municipal drain repair 

and maintenance projects that meet Conservation Authorities Act permitting requirements in 

order to support compliance with Drainage Act requirements. For example, specific drainage 

maintenance and repair that follows environmental mitigation measures recommended in the 

Drainage Act Discussion Paper 2 
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DART Protocol are provided with a streamlined approval under section 28 of the Conservation 

Authorities Act where conservation authorities have adopted the Protocol. 

Numerous stakeholders contributed to the development of the DART protocol including the 

Ministry of Natural Resources and Forestry, Conservation Ontario, conservation authorities, the 

Drainage Superintendents Association of Ontario, the Society of Professional Engineers Land 

Drainage Committee, Ontario Federation of Agriculture, Ontario Farm Environmental Coalition 

and the Rural Ontario Municipal Association. 

2. Streamlining Approvals 

Creating a new process for minor improvements 

The Drainage Act establishes a process for resolving issues involving water flow and drainage. 

However, it doesn't enable a streamlined process for simple drain improvement projects that 

have minimal impact on the environment and other properties. This leads to a very lengthy and 

involved process that involves all assessed landowners, creating additional cost and burden, 

and can result in delaying or avoiding improvement activities. 

OMAFRA is considering a new Drainage Act process for minor improvements so projects could 

be completed in a less costly and more efficient way. Examples of minor improvements could 

include: creating or widening a crossing, relocating a drain on an individual property or the 

addition of a feature with environmental benefits (e.g. buffer, water retention area). It would 

also allow for easier adoption of some green infrastructure technologies that have multiple 

benefits. 

It is estimated that a streamlined minor improvement process could reduce the approval 

process by half; from 9 months to possibly 4-5 months. Less process and fewer meetings could 

result in an estimated 10 per cent savings a year for minor improvement project costs. The 

reduced process and costs would be especially important in facilitating environmental 

improvements to drains. 

Moving the requirements into a new regulation would define minor improvement projects and 

describe a process to implement them in a streamlined way. 

Drainage Act Discussion Paper 3 
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3. Simplifying Administrative Processes 

Accounting for changes to drain design during construction 

An engineer's report is prepared at the beginning of a drainage project to assess water drainage 

needs, affected landowners, system design and costs. It is common for drainage systems built 

under the Drainage Act to deviate from the design plans in the engineer's report because of 

unforeseen site conditions in the field. These changes are currently not identified in the 

engineer's report since there is no authority or defined process in the Act to follow to amend 

the report with new information. This can lead to a lack of clarity for municipal drainage 

superintendents who plan and implement maintenance and repair activity in accordance with 

the engineer's report. 

OMAFRA is considering amendments to the Drainage Act to enable a simplified process to 

update the engineer's report to account for any changes made during construction. This would 

recognize and align with existing engineering practices. 

It would also ensure the municipality has the authority to maintain the drain "as built" which 

would ensure that landowners are fairly assessed for the costs of maintaining and repairing the 

drain. By providing clarity to municipalities on the content of the engineer's report (accounting 

for changes made to the design during construction), cost savings could also be expected for 

municipalities while increasing certainty for landowners. 

Summary 

Changes to the Drainage Act are proposed that would, if passed, enable a streamlined process 

for drainage projects to meet the requirements of property owners, municipalities and a cross 

section of government agencies. Additional housekeeping amendments may be considered. 

The ministry is seeking your feedback on potential amendments to the Drainage Act and 

related programs. Your feedback will be considered during the development of possible 

legislative amendments. 

We are also committed to consulting further on more specific changes to be included in a 

regulatory proposal for minor drain improvements.

• On December 31, 2019, an outbreak of respiratory illness with pneumonia-like 
symptoms was reported in Wuhan City, Hubei Province, China.

In the meantime, 
we would like to ensure everyone that our data is secure. This is a matter of misusing our 
name, slogan and logo. We invite anyone who has questions or concerns to contact us."

The OPP recently updated its 9-1-1 call 
handling work flow and policies to allow 
its emergency communicators more discre·· 
tion to divert certain 9-1-1 calls and en­
sure more frontline OPP members are 
available for actual emergencies. 

January 2020 

OPP communicators are well trained to rec­
ognize indicators of an emergency that war­
rant officers being dispatched. 

Changing our 9-1-1 response process aligns 
with those of other major and medium po­
lice services while exceeding North America 
industry standards. The changes further 
help optimize our resources and support the 
pending implementation of 'next genera­
tion' 9-1-1 infrastructure, including the fu­
ture handling of calls for service via social 
media. 

There may be some reduction in the billable 
calls for service costs in the Annual Billing 
Statements for OPP-policed municipalities 
as frontline officers are dispatched to fewer 
calls. Any reduction to the overall billing is 
expected to be negligible as officers are still 
on duty working in communities and availa­
ble 24/7 to respond to calls for service

• In 2019, NVCA's stewardship team 
rehabilitated and protected almost 12 
kilometres of streams and shorelines 
through 134 projects. This was thanks to 
the $280,000 that was generously donated 

by our community partners, and the many 
hours that were contributed by our 
volunteers. 

• Watershed science continues to monitor the 
health of our ground and surface water 

• Conservation lands worked with community 
partners to construct a green energy 
outdoor accessible washroom at the Tiffin 
Conservation Area, and started to build a

• NVCA's planning and engineering 
departments are proactively protecting 
people and their property from natural 
hazards like flooding and erosion.

2018 Watershed Health Checks 
In 2019, NVCA staff completed nine 
subwatershed health checks and one 
watershed-wide health check in 2018. 

The health checks subwatershed health checks 
provide an overview of forest, wetlands, stream 
and groundwater health within the larger NVCA 
watershed. They also identify stewardship 
priorities, future challenges and opportunities to 
improve environmental health. 

Our science monitoring staff collects samples 
from forests, wetlands, streams and 
groundwater for data analysis. Our stewardship 
staff uses this information to determine the 
success of past restoration projects and areas 
in need of improvement.
