NVCA Conservation Areas have gone Smoke-free 

UTOPIA, Ontario (February 1, 2020) - Starting in 2020, all forms of smoking will be 
prohibited in all conservation areas and other outdoor spaces owned and managed by the 
Nottawasaga Valley Conservation Authority (NVCA), except in parking lots. 

The restriction on smoking includes cigarettes, cigars, pipes, chewing any form of tobacco, 
smoking, using medical and non-medical cannabis and electronic cigarettes (vaping). 

Smoke-free outdoor spaces can help reduce health risks of second hand smoke, as there is 
no safe level of exposure to second-hand smoke, even in outdoor spaces. Seeing and 
smelling smoke can normalize smoking for youth, and can provide sensory cues, triggering 
relapse for people who are trying to quit smoking. 

Tobacco is also a major source of litter in communities and on beaches. The plastic in 
cigarette butts are made from a type of plastic that does not biodegrade. It eventually 
breaks down into smaller components which remains in the natural environment. 

"Conservation authorities play a vital role in the health and wellness of communities," said 
Kyra Howes, Manager of Lands and Operations at the NVCA. "This new policy strengthens 
NVCA's commitment to the health of the community and also reinforces the importance of 
living smoke free."

Council's support for lobbying the Federal Government to review the 
regulations related to consumer packaging on single-use wipes 

WHEREAS many municipalities in Ontario have endorsed a similar resolution urging 
the Federal Government to review the regulations related to consumer packaging on 
single-use wipes to remove the word flushable; 

AND WHEREAS single-use wipes are a $6-billion industry and growing, and are 
now being advertised as the clean alternative to toilet paper and are safe to flush; 

AND WHEREAS there is no one standard for what the word "flushable" means; 

AND WHEREAS single-use wipes may in fact not be safe to flush as they are 
buoyant; are not biodegradable; and. are unable to break down into small pieces 
quickly; 

AND WHEREAS single-use wipes may accumulate in the sewer system and 
eventually clog the sanitary sewer system costing municipalities hundreds of millions 
of dollars in additional repairs and maintenance costs each year to municipal sewer 
systems across the country; 

AND WHEREAS there is a lack of public awareness of the impact caused by non­
flushable wipes being flushed down toilets and consumer education and outreach 
could play a large part in reducing the impact;

Current Situation (as of 15:00 February 11, 2020) 

World 

• There are over43,000 cases of COVID-19 worldwide. 
• The vast majority of these cases are being reported from China where over 

42,000 cases ofCOVID-19 have been confirmed, resulting in over 1000 deaths. 
• Two deaths from COVID-19 have been reported outside of China, one in the 

Philippines and one in Hong Kong. 
• Human infections of COVI0-19 have also been confirmed in 27 other countries 

outside of China, including in other parts of Asia, Europe, North America and 
Oceania. 

• For up-to-date information see the European Centre for Disease Prevention and 
Control website. 

Canada 

• There are 7 confirmed cases of COVI 0-19 in Canada - three in Ontario and four 
in British Columbia.

Ontario 

• There are three confirmed cases of COVID-19 in Ontario and 8 cases currently 
being investigated. 

• For up-to-date information on the situation in Ontario see the Ontario Ministry of 
.Health (OMOH). 

Simcoe Muskoka 

• There are no presumptive or confirmed cases of COVID-19 in Simcoe Muskoka. 

Risk Assessment 

• The Public Health Agency of Canada continues to assess the public health risk 
associated with COVID-19 as low for Canada and for Canadian travelers 
(although there is a Canadian federal government advisory against travel to 
China at this time - see content under National below). 

• The risk of the spread of COVID-19 within Ontario remains low at this time. 
• Public health risk is continually reassessed as new information becomes 

available. 

Public Health Planning and Response 

International 

• NEW - On February 11, 2020, the World Health Organization (WHO) named the 
virus COVID-19, referred to up to this point as 2019-nCov. 

• WHO declared the outbreak of COVID-19 a public health emergency of 
international concern on January 30, 2020. 

National 

• NEW - The recommendations with regards to people travelling from China have 
changed: 
Travellers from Hubei Province: If you have travelled to Hubei Province in the last 
14 days: 

o Limit your contact with others for a total of 14 days from the date that you 
left Hubei. This means self-isolate and stay at home. 

o Contact your local public health department within 24 hours of arriving in 
Canada (in Simcoe Muskoka contact SMDHU at 705-721-7520 or 1-877-
721-7520). 

Travellers from Mainland China: If you have travelled from mainland China in the 
last 14 days: 

o Monitor yourself for respiratory symptoms including fever, cough and 
difficulty breathing.

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o Should these respiratory symptoms develop within 14 days after returning 
to Canada, stay home and seek medical care immediately. 

o Call your healthcare provider or your local public health department about 
symptoms and travel history before seeking medical care. 

• The Public Health Agency of Canada is working within Canada and with 
international partners, including the WHO, to actively monitor the situation. 

• The Chief Public Health Officer of Canada is in close contact with provincial and 
territorial Chief Medical Officers of Health to ensure that any cases of COVID-19 
occurring in Canada continue to be rapidly identified and managed in order to 
protect the health of Canadians. 

• The Government of Canada (GOG) continues to advise all Canadians to: 
o Avoid all non-essential travel to China; and 
o Avoid all travel to Hubei Province in China. 
o For up to date travel advisories see Government of Canada Travel Advice 

and Advisories 
• The GOG is also advising Canadians to leave China if their presence is not 

essential. 
• The GOG arranged for the repatriation of Canadian citizens in Wuhan, China via 

airlift. Returning passengers are under quarantine at the Canadian Forces base 
in Trenton, Ontario for 14 days. 

Provincial 

• The Ontario Ministry of Health (OMOH) is updating signage and guidance 
materials for the health care sector to reflect a change in the case definition 
(travel history has expanded to include all of mainland China) and will share with 
partners once available. 

• The OMOH is finalizing simplified one page summaries and guidance documents 
for other sectors. 

• Health sector and other system partners are responding in a coordinated manner 
to detect, respond to and prevent the spread of COVID-19 in the province.· 

• The ministry continues to work with health system partners to understand their 
needs with respect to personal protective equipment and other supplies. 

• Local public health units continue to perform case and contact management 
related to presumptive and confirmed cases in Ontario.

• Simcoe Muskoka residents who have travelled lo Hubei Province in the last 14 
days are to contact SMDHU within 24 hours of arriving in Canada at 705-721-
7520 or 1-877-721-7520. 

• SMDHU continues to work with health sector partners as per our Infectious 
Disease Emergency Respo_i:ise PlaQ to ensure screening and infection prevention 
control measures in health care settings. 

• The SMDHU Health Connection line continues to respond to calls about COVID-

AMO Response to Public Health and Emergency 
Health Services Consultation and Cannabis 

Consultations Underway 

Public Health and Emergency Health Services Modernization Consultation 

AMO provided comprehensive, written submissions to the Minister of Health this week 
in response to the Public Health and Emergency Health Services Modernization 
consultations. Our members heard assurances in Minister Elliott's remarks at the 

. 2019 AMO conference that nothing is "set in stone". Underlying both submissions is 
the notion that municipal governments and the Province can work together to 

· collectively preserve what is working well and fix what needs fixing. 

The outcome of public health modernization should achieve better population health 
outcomes through effective, cost efficient, and locally responsive services. 

· Investments in public health make sense to keep people healthy through a focus on 
the social determinants of health. It contributes to ending hallway health care and 

· saves provincial health costs in the long term. AMO feels that a separate discussion 
on 2020 and 2021 funding is needed urgently prior to any consideration of 
restructuring. Municipal governments cannot be expected to make up for reductions in 
provincial funding. Nor can they bear the costs of provincial restructuring. 

When it comes to structure, one size will not fit all. Consistency in service delivery and 
reducing inefficiencies do not depend on a single governance or leadership type. 

· There are many ways to continuously improve the existing system by building 
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capacity and better system coordination. With provincial help, new ways to serve our 
· Francophone population and Indigenous People are possible. 

On emergency health services, AMO has provided advice with an aim to 
strengthening municipal EMS services in a way that contributes to helping end 
hallway health care and meets the local needs of communities. Addressing 
longstanding municipal priorities should be the focus of current efforts before any 
potential consideration of restructuring. This includes improvements to dispatch as a 
first priority. Others include addressing non-urgent transfers, fixing the funding model, 
expanding fully 100% provincially funded community paramedicine and developing 
strategies to reduce offload delays. Increasing hospital capacity and having 
alternative health facilities, especially mental health and addictions programs, for 
patients who do not need hospital care available in communities will help. The new 
models of care for low acuity 9-1-1 patients can help improve access and reduce 
hallway health care, but they need to have alternative 24n health facilities that are 
available in all communities. 

The Ministry of Health has committed to further conversations with AMO's Health 
Task Force. AMO also expects further discussions at the MOU table before decisions 
are made. 

In recognition of the work underway to prepare for, and respond to, the 2019 novel 
coronavirus the Ministry of Health has extended the deadline for submitting written 
feedback to March 31, 2020. The technical discussion papers and information on how 
to respond is found on the Ministry website.

The Ministry of the Attorney General has announced consultations on cannabis 
. consumption venues and special occasion permits for cannabis in Ontario. The 
Ministry is seeking feedback on whether to allow these and the rules and parameters 

. guiding their establishment and operation . 

. The Ministry is specifically consulting on the role of the Alcohol and Gaming 
· Commission of Ontario (AGCO), the agency responsible for regulating, licensing and 
inspecting cannabis stores; and the potential role of municipal governments in 

. regulating the proposed cannabis consumption lounges. 

AMO's Board has previously supported cannabis consumption venues as a potential 
tool for local economic development. The Board viewed cannabis consumption 
venues positively in conjunction with municipal government discretion to allow these

. establishments in their communities, local zoning and licensing powers to ensure 
appropriate locations and community responsiveness. 

Special Occasion Permits for cannabis could also be desirable for some events. The 
AGCO regulates Special Occasions Permits for alcohol and it is possible that a single 
regulator for these permits may be the most efficient and desirable system subject to 
municipal government and community input. 

Municipal governments are encouraged to review the consultation materials and 
respond as appropriate by the deadline of March 10, 2020 .

for some routine activities without requiring approval from the ministry (subject to conditions set out in 
regulation) 

Allowing minor extraction for personal or farm use: 
outlining eligibility and operating requirements in order for some excavation activities to be exempted 
from needing a licence (i.e., if rules set in regulation are followed). This would only be for personal use 
(max. of 300 cubic meters) or farm use (max. 1,000 cubic meters)

Next steps for County of Simcoe Hub in Orillia 
Council received an update on the vision that has emerged from the 

consultation process regarding the development of a community hub on the 
former Orillia District Collegiate and Vocational Institute (ODCVI) property in 
Ori Ilia undertaken in spring/summer 20!9. Based on input from 678 community 
members and organizations, the vision is one of a vibrant, diverse and inclusive 

regional hub which provides affordable housing options for seniors and other 
mixed income households, helps to alleviate the barriers to accessing essential 
community and social services for residents, and creates a sense of inclusion. 

A two-phased approach was recommended to Council, with a multi-building 
campus design, including affordable housing and community services as well as County corporate and other business services. 
Council approved extending a Request for Proposal (RFP) for architectural design firms, in accordance with the County's procurement 
guidelines. In early 2020, the contract will be awarded for a feasibility study, site plan and conceptual design seeking input from staff 

and stakeholders, including the City of Orillia. Additional studies are required throughout the process. 

Donation to Paramedic Services 
In 20!9, the Director and Chief of Paramedic Services was contacted by a past user of 

County Paramedic Services who wished to provide a sizable donation to support the 
mental health challenges faced by some first responders. 

Council approved the establishment of an Interest-bearing Reserve Fund specific to this 
$IOO,OOO donation from the anonymous benefactor to support Paramedic Services staff's 
psychological well-being. Council and staff are incredibly grateful for this generous gift, 
and staff are working on a long-term plan to utilize this compassionate donation. 

Simcoe County Hospice Alliance - 2019 
Funding Request 

In March 20l7, County Council endorsed the Simcoe County Hospice Funding Policy and 
approved the allocation of $500,000 annually for a three-year period extending from 20l7 
to 20l9. The funding was allocated in the amount of $60,000 per hospice bed over the 

three-year period as a method of distributing the funds across our area hospices. 
This month, County Council approved the 20l9 Simcoe County Hospice Alliance's 

funding request in the amounts specified by the Alliance's Chair. This funding will support 
our communities through the delivery of sustainable palliative services at Hospice 

Georgian Triangle, Hospice Huronia, Mariposa House Hospice and Matthews House 

Hospice.

Regional Government Review -
Service Delivery Task Force 

The County has always looked for opportunities to provide efficiencies and good value for tax dollars. The Province was dear in the fall 
that they wanted to see municipalities continue to identify innovative opportunities that meet the needs of our growing communities. On 
March 26, 2019 Council formed its own Regional Government Review Task Force to consider and make recommendations regarding service 
delivery models to the Province. Earlier this month, Council ratified the recommendations from the December 16, 2019 meeting of the 
County's Regional Government Review-Service Delivery Task Force. 

These recommendations included asking Council to approve engaging a third-party consultant to conduct a comprehensive review of 
Fire Services, Land Use Planning and Library Services. The Service Delivery Task Force also recommended a collaborative municipal staff 
review of Water and Wastewater, Storm Water Management, Transit and Legal Services. Council voted that costs incurred through the 
third-party reviews will be drawn from Municipal Modernization and Efficiencies funding provided by the Province. Further collaborative 

discussions and reviews will occur throughout 2020. 
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Timber Sales Results - Fall 2019 
Simcoe County has long recognized the many benefits of our 33,000 acres of municipally managed forests. Operating the largest 

municipally owned forest in Ontario is very significant for the long-term well-being of our environment, our communities and our 
economy. The management of our working forests through sustainable practices, such as thinning to promote new growth and forest 
regeneration, is critical not only to balance competing uses in the short term but to ensure that the many benefits of our forests are 
available for generations to come. Good long-term planning, promotion and education are key to ensuring continued growth and 
success, which is anchored by the Simc_oe County Forest 20-year Forest Management Plan (2011:20101 

Timber sales revenue for 2019 is $2,294,000, a historically high total. This is "1: 
primarily due to the aging red pine growing stock planted during the first few ~. 
decades after the establishment of the County Forest. As detailed in the 2011 "' 
- 2030 management plan, an increasing percentage of these highly valuable 

stands of timber are nearing the end of their rotation age. As the final harvests 
are occurring and conversion to mixed natural forest increases, a reduction in 
timber volume and associated revenue will occur within the next 10 to 20 years.
