WHEREAS the Stevenson Memorial Hospital is a vibrant, fully accredited hospital
located in the Town of New Tecumseth serving South Simcoe providing essential health
care services to the residents of the communities and ensuring that they can access
safe, quality care where and when they need it;

Rainbow trout habitat restoration project improves water
guality and restores local recreational trails

UTOPIA, Ontario (November 8, 2019) ~ In less than 6 months after the completion of the
Beeton Creek Coldwater Trout Stream Restoration Project, rainbow trout have come back
to spawn in Coventry Park in Tottenham.

The restoration project was completed in two phases. The first phase was completed in the
summer of 2018 by volunteers who removed 5 woody debris jams on Beeton Creek in
Coventry Park. The second phase was completed in the fall of 2018 at a failed ice dam
structure located 5km north of Tottenham where heavy machinery was used to remove
three small culverts that were plugged with woody debris and sediment. A new large
culvert was installed at this location in order to serve as a “fishway”.

Both projects removed barriers to fish migration and drained stagnant head ponds which
stored sediment and nutrients. It also allowed water to flow faster and exposed gravel
spawning beds, perfect for rainbow trout reproduction. Water quality is expected to have
improved and summer water temperatures to have decreased. The decrease in water level
also served to re-establish several hundred meters of municipal recreationat traii in
Coventry Park which had previously been flooded.

“We were amazed at how fast the rainbow trout returned to this section of the Beeton
Creek, said Fred Dobbs, Manager of Stewardship Services at the NVCA. "We went back to
the sites to do fish sampling this past summer, and found several two-month old wild
rainbow trout. This meant that adult trout had been able to access the creek and spawn
successfully this past spring.”

This project was completed by the NVCA, working in partnership with the South Simcoe
Streams Network, Nottawasaga Futures, the Nottawasaga Steelheaders, Town of New
Tecumseth and local landowners. This work with a total value of approximately $120,000
was made possible through generous contributions from Bruce Power, Fisheries and Oceans
Canada and the Province of Ontario. This project is part of a larger Beeton Creek
restoration program which has been ongoing since 1997.

Province Releases Fall Economic Statement

The Honourable Rod Phillips, Minister of Finance, has released the 2019 Ontario
Economic Outlook and Fiscal Review. Highlights include the following:

« The government's deficit projection for 2019-2020 has improved by $1.3
billion. A deficit of $9 billion is now forecast.

. Defi'c'its of $6.7 billion for 2020-2021 and $5.4 billion in 2021-2022 are
projected for future years.

« Ontario’s net debt is now projected to reach $353.7 billion by the end of 2019-
2020.

« The value of previously announced changes to support public health and land |
ambulance for 2019-2020 is quantified in the background papers as $41 million |
for public health and $26 million for land ambulance. As previously announced
at the AMO Conference in August, these are valuable investments in the
current year, for these two key provincial-municipal cost-share programs.

« Applications are open for the Green Infrastructure stream and the Community,
Cuilture, and Recreation stream of the Investing in Canada Infrastructure
Program (ICIP) as previously announced.

L. At the Rural Ontario Municipal Association conference in January 2020, the
government will convene discussions on rural economic development and
regional opportunities.

Fall Economic Statement Contains Minor
Development Charge/Community Benefit Charge
| Changes

Bill 138, the Plan to Build Ontario Together Act, 2019 proposes three additional
changes related to Development Charges and Community Benefit Charges. These
changes are contained in Schedules 10 and 31 of the bill.

It proposes to amend the Development Charge (DC) payment schedule for
commercial and industrial properties. DCs for these property types will now be
payable, in full, at occupancy. Bill 108 had made DCs payable through six
installments over a five-year period starting at occupancy. Specific to these property
types, this move partially restores the previous practice.

The bill also proposes to preserve the alternate parkland provision (of 1 hectare for
every 300 dweiling units) during the transition period. The above two changes
 represent modest improvements for municipalities.

If passed, municipal Community Benefit Charge calculations would become
appealable through the Local Planning Appeal Tribunal (LPAT). This represents an
additional administrative step for municipalities.

AMO remains concerned that Development Charge and Community Benefit Charge
revenue will be inadequate to support growth without additional support from existing
% property taxpayers. As AMO has noted in its Bill 108 submission, the methodology for |

t calculating the Community Benefit Charge is of vital importance to the successful
financing of local growth-related infrastructure.

Further to the November 1, 2019 letter from the Honourable Steve Clark, Minister of Municipal
Affairs and Housing, | am writing to provide additional information about Ontario’s new
Municipal Modernization Program and advise that Intake 1 under the program is now open,

Under the Municipal Modernization Program, the province is making up to $125 million
available through 2022-23 to help 405 small and rural municipalities conduct new service
delivery reviews, implement recommendations from previous reviews and undertake a range
of projects, such as IT solutions or process improvements, to achieve cost savings and
efficiencies.

Program guidelines and an Expression of Interest form for Intake 1 of the program are
attached. Eligible projects under Intake 1 are reviews of municipal service delivery
expenditures by independent third-party reviewers that will be completed by June 30, 2020. |
encourage you {o consider how your municipality might benefit from participation in Intake 4
of the Municipal Modernization Program and submit an Expression of Interest by December &,
2019. Please see the attached guidelines for details about the program and how to apply.

Under future intakes of the program, municipalities will have the opportunity to apply for
projects aimed at implementing service delivery efficiencies to achieve cost savings, in
addition to service delivery reviews. Intake 2 under the program is planned for
Spring/Summer 2020, with additional intakes expected through 2022-23. Participation in
intake 1 is not a requirement for participation in future intakes.

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Municipal Modernization Program
Intake 1 Program Guidelines

WHAT YOU NEED TO KNOW

Ontario is helping municipalities become more efficient and modernize service delivery while
protecting front line jobs.

The 405 small and rural municipalities that received a Municipal Modernization Payment in

March 2019 can now apply to the Municipal Modernization Program for funding to undertake
expenditure reviews with the goal of finding service delivery efficiencies and lowering costs

in the longer term.
Eligible municipalities can apply individually, or collectively with other eligible municipalities,

to undertake independent third-party reviews similar to the Managing Transformation: A
Modemization Action Plan for Ontario review of Ontario government expenditures.

ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA

To be eligible under Intake 1, a project must:

1.

Be a review of municipal service delivery expenditures by an independent third-party
reviewer for the purpose of finding savings and efficiencies. The review project could
take a number of forms including:

» a line-by-line review of the municipality’s entire budget; or

¢ areview of service delivery and modernization opportunities; or

e a review of administrative processes to reduce costs.
Result in a report by the independent third-party reviewer that provides specific and
actionable recommendations for cost savings and improved efficiencies.

Begin field work no earlier than November 1, 2019, with a draft report completed by June
15, 2020 and the final report posted publicly by June 30, 2020.

It is anticipated that most review projects will be between $20,000 and $200,000. Proposals
will be reviewed on a case-by-case basis and funding amounts may depend on the available
appropriation. Only third-party service provider fees will be eligible. Municipal administrative
costs, such as staff time, are not eligible.

The program will not cover review projects where:

o the goal is to identify opportunities for revenue generation or reductions in front line
services; or

» the review does not result in a formal report prepared by a third party; or

» the object of the review extends beyond municipal accountability.

and applicable supporting documentation to Municipal.Programs@ontario.ca by
December 6, 2019.

HOW IT WORKS

The ministry will advise municipalities of the outcomes of their applications by mid-January. If
your application is approved, a proposed transfer payment agreement with the ministry will be
sent to confirm the funding amount and set out the terms, including reporting requirements and
a payment schedule. Municipalities will receive an initial payment following full execution of a
transfer payment agreement and a final payment after submission of a final report.

We are searching for sites ranging from 500 to 1,500 acres in size capabie of
supporting large-scale manufacturing operations. Specifically, sites that are or could be
zoned for heavy industrial use and that are serviced or serviceable by utilities,
transportation and other infrastructure.

+ Validation and endorsement of their site by an internationally recognized site
selector
+ Promotion and marketing by both the Province and the site selector to
international and domestic investors
» Streamlined approvals review process for applicable provincial licences, permits
and environmental approvals required to develop and service a site.

As the first of its kind in Canada, the Job Site Challenge is intended to raise Ontario’s
profile and improve our attractiveness internationally — so that we can compete with
other Noirth American jurisdictions for coveted large-scale investments in automotive
and other advanced manufacturing and create good, high-paying jobs for the people of
Ontario.
